New Bill Provides Mortgage Relief to Homeowners

SACRAMENTO - North Coast State Senator Patricia Wiggins
(D-Santa Rosa) is a co-author of new legislation designed to pro-
vide urgent mortgage relief to California homeowners.

Senate Bill 1137, introduced by Senate President Pro-Tem
Don Perata (D-Oakland), was approved 6-3 Tuesday by the

Senate Committee on Banking, Finance and Insurance.

SB 1137 would enact a comprehensive package of reforms
designed to prevent unnecessary foreclosures from further wors-
ening state and local economies and housing markets.

Specifically, the bill would require lenders to contact borrow-

buyers are used to seeing as much as 25 percent of available inventory as new. That’s your com-
petition, and the closer you can get the buyer to new, the likelier you are to sell your home.

« Be upfront with disclosures. Don’t wait for the buyer to get a home inspection, or the buyer
could find a reason to wiggle out of the deal. Get a preliminary inspection yourself, so you can
improve the condition of your home before a buyer sees it. Keep receipts of recent improve-
ments and provide estimates on optional upgrades. These actions will reinforce your trustworthi-
ness as a seller and help overcome objections from the buyer.

With new homes, buyers have some guarantees that systems will be fixed by the builder if
they fail, but they have no such guaranteed with an existing home. Providing a home warranty
will go a long way in assuring the buyer.

« Be realistic. Your price should be competitive with nearby comparable homes with similar
features and approximate condition that have sold or are on the market within the last three
months. You may find that homes are taking longer to sell and that buyers are more selective.
Your buyer may be using the Internet to find home valuation sites, so search those sites yourself
and be ready to defend your price with proper comparables from your Realtor®.

Remember, your home is competing with new construction and with the buyer’s idea of what
a home should look like. Over 33 percent of home buyers prefer a home less than 10 years old,
yet the typical home purchased by all buyers was 12 years of age. That suggests that condition
is very important. If you can ease your buyer’s fears about the condition of your home, you’re
much more likely to strike a deal.

“There are many issues which come before the board that require sound management skills,”
says Stark. “It is my belief that | have what it takes to make sensible and reasonable decisions.”
Stark has been working to reorganize the Lake County Water Works Association in order to
provide a continuity of information between the numerous water agencies and county adminis-
trators.

“I
believe in the local Lake County contractor working to build homes for a wide variety of
people, income groups and needs,” Stark says. He feels that the infill of existing subdivisions
should be promoted, and that large tracts of homes build by “mega builders” are not in Lake
County’s best interest.

Stark promotes agriculture and is committed to the advancement of high efficiency, high
yield, organic horticultural advancements. He is opposed to genetically modified organisms and
endorses Lake County as being a GE-free zone, saying, “It is imperative that we find ways to
help farmers keep and maintain these valuable soils.”

Stark has been active in the community and is a long-time board member of the Friends of
Cobb Mountain. This environmental group has worked with the geothermal industry for the last
30 years on a wide variety of issues, including air and water quality, as well as seismic activity
caused by the reinjection of wastewater into the steam field. Friends of Cobb Mountain were
instrumental in the development of the Memorandum of Understanding with logging interests in
the Cobb area. Stark is “proud of the work done by the Friends of Cobb Mountain, as we have
worked with industry to find mitigative measures that work for all involved.”

Stark is a member of the Mountain Lions Club of Cobb, and is actively involved in the Big
Valley Watershed Council, the South Lake County Fire District Master Plan Rewrite Committee,
the Lake County Integrated Water Management Plan Stakeholders, the Geothermal Air
Monitoring Program, the Cobb Geothermal Mitigation Fund and attads the Big Valley
Groundwater Management Zone Commission hearings.

Rick, who has lived in Kelseyville for 38 years and
married to Laura for 30 years, started growing organic,
chemical/pesticide-free produce two years ago. “I use
peat moss and slow-release nutrients. | hand-mix all my
soils. It’s pretty labor intensive. | plant everything by seed
in little plug trays. From there, | transplant everything
into 4-inch pots. Right now I’ve got more than 9,500
~| four-inch pots,” he added.

Customers, said Rick, have responded positively to
his organic produce. “It’s so cool, it really is! My
Ml repeat-customer base is growing like crazy. It’s so neat to see
'. 1 them come back to the farm every year. You can really see
w| people’s excitement when they come to my ranch—the plants
basically sell themselves. That’s what it’s about for me—the
people. I love to hear the stories about how well the plants did
from last year or the year before,” said Rick.

Rick said he makes his own soils and then grows all of the
plants from seed. “I find that if | do a good job growing my

plants, I don’t have to be a good salesman. And the neatest thing about all of this is the peo-

ple that we have met,” added Rick.
At Barber’s Country Farm, customers are able to walk around and pick out the plants that
they want. That’s the fun part, explained Rick.
After selling the plants, the rest are planted in the garden. The resulting vegetables are
then sold at the Kelseyville Farmer’s Market located at Steele Wines, in Kelseyville. “Our
. specialty is tomato plants—specifically, heirlooms. My favorite is the Cherokee Purple. |
. think it has the best flavor of any tomato!”

under consideration by congress include higher
loan limits for high-cost states like California,”
he said. “The proposed legislation also includes
a reduction in the down payment requirement
for FHA loans and will include condominiums
in the FHA single-family program, which will
make it easier for buyers in the condominium
market to qualify for loans.”

Closed escrow sales of homes in Lake
County totaled 33 in March according to the
MLS. Countywide home sales activity
decreased 51.5 percent from March 2007.

The median price of a home in Lake County
during March 2008 was $225,000, a 23.2 per-
cent decrease from the revised $293,000 median
for March 2007, the MLS reported. The March
2008 median price increased 4.8 percent com-
pared with February’s $220,000 median price.

“The Federal Reserve Bank’s recent action to
reduce the federal funds rate will have little
near-term direct effect on the housing market,”
said C.A.R. Vice President and Chief Economist
Leslie Appleton-Young. “However, Fed rate cuts
should result in more favorable real estate

finance rates as we move through the year.”

Highlights of Lake County’s housing figures
for March 2008:

« Lake County’s Unsold Inventory Index for
homes in March 2008 was 31.9 months, com-
pared with 17.4 months for the same period a
year ago. The index indicates the number of
months needed to deplete the supply of homes
on the market at the current sales rate.

* Thirty-year fixed-mortgage interest rates
averaged 5.85 percent during March 2008, com-
pared with 6.29 percent in March 2007, accord-
ing to Freddie Mac. Adjustable-mortgage inter-
est rates averaged 5.24 percent in March 2008,
compared with 5.51 percent in March 2007.

* The average number of days it took to sell a sin-
gle-family home was 165 days in March 2008, com-
pared with 153 for the same period a year ago. M
